Responsibilities of each competitor
 a) As a participating competitor you must legally fly your aircraft – this is your own responsibility. The organizers will not take any responsibility.
 b) You must have a valid license including Aerobatic rating (unless a safety pilot with instructors and aerobatic rating is onboard), medical, Radio license min level 4 and all documents for the airplane to legally fly in the contest*
 c) Aircraft insurance (ref. EASA 785/2004) is valid during the contest*
 d) The aircraft must be approved for the maneuvers intended
 e) The organizers have arranged an altitude waiver to 500’ AGL above the highest point within 1.5 km horizontal position of the aircraft (minimum altitude is 2000’ AGL according to Danish CAA rules), starting from: 25.08.2024.
 f) It is your own responsibility as a pilot, that you may legally fly down to the minimum altitude in your class as defined in the NAC24 by IAC official rules for 2024 amended by Nordic Rules.
 g) You must have trained your program and you must convince the contest director that you can fly the planned flight safely
 h) You do not bring passengers onboard during the flight
 i) You do not fly at weather minima below limits briefed by the contest director (as required by the CAA)
 j) Aerobatics below 2000’ is only allowed in the box
 k) You have taken part in the mandatory briefing before competition start
 l) You must have filled the ‘Aerobatic competition pilots declaration’ and handed this to the Contest director
*CAA requires that these documents are shown to the contest director

HANGAR
Hangar space will be available on a first-come, first-served basis.

FUEL, OIL AND TECHNICAL
Fuel: 100 LL will be available within opening hours, during training, competition, and for ferry flights 
Oil: Shell products will be available within opening hours, during training, competition, and for ferry flights.

COMPETITION FLIGHTS and RULES
Rules: MANIAC Nordic Championship rules 
Sequences
Primary: Nordic rules. Two flights; ’Nordic Primary’ x 2
Sportsman: IAC rules. Two flights; IAC Known Compulsory x 2
Intermediate: IAC rules. Two flights; IAC Known Compulsory x 2, 
Priority will be given to achieve one flight programs in all classes should the schedule not allow for completion of all flights.
The minimum number of flights for announcement of results of competition in a class is one.
Starting order will be mixed to allow for optimum flight order.
Results will be based on raw scores from the judges

Flight procedures
Only one competitor will be in the air, unless otherwise briefed at the official pilots briefing
There will be no starter, so prepare yourselves to be ready for Take-off when the previous competitor has landed
After take-off, join the circuit on the south side of the runway, climb on downwind and cross the RWY at min 1000’ AGL.
Change frequency from ‘Stauning AFIS’: 121,400 mHz to Box frequency: 129,810 mHz
Join the holding min 500 m. outside the box
Wait for ‘Box is free, enter the box’ from the Chief judge.
After your program, leave the box, when min 500 m outside the box, Call the Chief Judge: 
OY-XXX has left the box, joining the landing circuit and leaving the frequency
Change frequency from Box frequency: 129,810 mHz  to ‘Stauning AFIS’: 121,400 mHz 
Fly over the RWY to the south side and join the downwind at 1000’ for landing, using standard approach and radio call procedures
SAFETY
The overall most important point is safety. A safety manual for the contest is available.
In case of an accident where urgent action is needed, please contact the AFIS – if not available, the contest director
In case landing is not possible at Stauning, the following airfields are near:

Esbjerg
